The Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe, Community Development office will be accepting sealed lump sum bids for a residential roof replacement project , located at 1513 8th Ave SE; St. Cloud MN 56304.  Bids will be due Wednesday 3 October, 2018 at 3:00 PM.  Bids received will be opened and qualified by the Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe on Thursday 4 May 2018 at 8:30 AM.
A mandatory pre-bid site visit will be held onsite: Thursday September 20th 2017 at 2:00 PM.
General Notes: 

1. It is the Contractors responsibility to identify any and all discrepancies in the scope of work, not meeting Industry Standards or that which is inconsistent with the International Building Code (IBC), and Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe 2016 MLB Project Specification Book. 

2. All electrical wiring, apparatus and equipment for electric light, heat and power, technology circuits or systems shall comply with the rules of the Department of Commerce or the Department of Labor and Industry, as applicable, and be installed in conformity with accepted standards of construction for safety to life and property.

3. Contractor must reconnect all utilities, service panel or service feed. Also includes gas, propane. Include such equipment or materials identified in the pre-bid conference. 

4. Contractor will secure all permits and fees.  

5. Contractor is responsible for a thorough investigation of the scope of work.

6. Contractor will repair any damage to the property or structure created by the scope of work.  
7. Contractor shall be responsible for all debris removal related to all work performed under this work scope.

8. Contractor to carry Builder’s Risk insurance on project for duration of construction.

Work Scope:

1. All products per 2016 MLB Spec Book

2. Tear-off and replace existing roofing.  Include Ice & water installation, replacement of underlayment, drip edge/gutter apron, valley metal flashings, roof jacks, all exhaust covers, ridge vent, and any other accessories which may be present.  Prep and paint any mechanical ventilation covers which will remain.  Owner to select new shingle color from Timberline stock colors.  

3. Tear off Facia and soffit.  Replace with aluminum fascia and soffit. Disconnecting and reinstalling light fixtures will be considered incidental to this activity 
4. Include replacement of 40 4ft by 8ft sheets of roof sheathing in the base bid. 
5. Include replacement of 40 lineal feet of 2 x 4 soffit dimensional lumber in base bid. 
6. Utilize Bid Alternate #1 for a unit cost per sheet installed to be credited back to Owner for any unused sheathing.  Additional sheets if necessary will also be based on this per sheet value.
7. Utilize Bid Alternate #2 for a unit cost per lineal feet to be credited back to Owner for any unused soffit 2 x 4 dimensional lumber.   Additional feet if necessary will also be based on this per foot value.
8. Permitting through Mille Lacs Band and City of St. Cloud, MN
Bid Alternate #1:  Unit Cost per sheet of roof sheathing installed.
Bid Alternate #2 for a unit cost per lineal feet to be credited back to Owner for any unused soffit 2 x 4 dimensional lumber.   
Specified Product Substitutions:  All proposed product substitutions must be approved by the Project Manager 5 days prior to bid.  Any approved substitutions, will be made available to all bidders.

At areas where eave protection membrane is to be adhered to substrate, fill knot holes and surface cracks with latex filler.

C.
Broom clean deck surfaces before installing underlayment or eave protection.

 INSTALLATION - EAVE PROTECTION MEMBRANE

A.
Install eave protection membrane from eave edge to minimum 2 ft up-slope beyond interior face of exterior wall.

B.
Install eave protection membrane as indicated on drawings.

Install eave protection membrane in accordance with manufacturer's instructions.

 INSTALLATION - UNDERLAYMENT

A.
Install underlayment perpendicular to slope of roof, with ends and edges weather lapped   minimum 4 inches. Stagger end laps of each consecutive layer. Nail in place. Weather lap minimum 4 inches over eave protection.

Install felt underlayment on roof deck not covered by self-adhering sheet underlayment.  Lap sides of felt over self-adhering sheet underlayment not less than 3 inches in direction to shed water.  Lap ends of felt not less than 6 inches over self-adhering sheet underlayment.

B.
Items projecting through or mounted on roof:  Weather lap and seal watertight with plastic cement.

 INSTALLATION - VALLEY PROTECTION

A.
Install a 36-inch wide strip of ice/water protection lining centered in valley. Install pre-formed metal valley flashing and secure with roofing nails. Lap ends of strips at least 12 inches in direction to shed water, and seal with asphalt roofing cement.  Fasten to roof deck with roofing nails.

3.06 INSTALLATION - METAL FLASHING AND ACCESSORIES

Place shingles in straight coursing pattern with 5 inch weather exposure to produce double thickness over full roof area.  Provide double course of shingles at eaves.

Project first course of shingles 3/4 inch beyond fascia boards.

D.
Extend shingles 1/2 inch beyond face of gable edge fascia boards.

E.
Extend shingles on one slope across valley and fasten. Trim shingles 1” to 2” back from edge of pre-formed metal valley flashing.

F.
Cap ridges with individual shingles, maintaining 5 inch weather exposure.  Place to avoid exposed nails.

G.
Ridge Vents:  Install continuous ridge vents over asphalt shingles according to manufacturer's written instructions.  Fasten with roofing nails of sufficient length to penetrate sheathing.  

H.    Mechanical through-roof venting to be installed on back side of roof (not visible from front street wherever possible)

I.
Ridge and Hip Cap Shingles:  Maintain same exposure of cap shingles as roofing shingle exposure.  Lap cap shingles at ridges to shed water away from direction of prevailing winds.  Fasten with roofing nails of sufficient length to penetrate sheathing.

Fasten ridge cap asphalt shingles to cover ridge vent without obstructing airflow.

Coordinate installation of roof mounted components or work projecting through roof with weather tight placement of counterflashings.
