The Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe, Community Development office will be accepting sealed lump sum bids for a residential renovation at 4046 Hayes St. NE, Columbia Heights, MN.   Bids will be due Wednesday October 28th 2020 at 3:00 PM.  Bids received will be opened and qualified by the Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe on Thursday October 29th, 2020 at 8:30 AM.

A mandatory Pre-Bid site visit will be held Wednesday October 21st at 2:30pm at the site address listed above.
General Notes: 

1. It is the Contractors responsibility to identify any and all discrepancies in the scope of work, not meeting Industry Standards or that which is inconsistent with the International Residential Code (IRC), and Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe 2016 MLB Project Specification Book. 

2. All electrical wiring, apparatus and equipment for electric light, heat and power, technology circuits or systems shall comply with the rules of the Department of Commerce or the Department of Labor and Industry, as applicable, and be installed in conformity with accepted standards of construction for safety to life and property.

3. Contractor must reconnect all utilities, service panel or service feed. Also includes gas, propane.  Include such equipment or materials identified in the pre-bid conference. 

4. Contractor will secure all permits and fees.
5. Contractor is responsible for a thorough investigation of the scope of work.

6. Contractor will repair any damage to the property or structure created by the scope of work.  

7. NO WORK SHALL BE PERFORMED UNTIL ALL REQUIRED PERMITS HAVE BEEN ISSUED AND COPIES IN THE POSSESSION OF THE PROJECT COORDINATOR AND /OR MILLE LACS BAND BUILDING OFFICIAL. 

Work Scope Description:
Exterior:

1. Demo and replace bathroom slider window unit.  Replacement unit to be custom sized to match existing.  Window to be fixed direct set unit with tempered / obscure glass.  Vinyl color to match existing house windows.  Integrate with existing exterior clad brickmold seal and insulate.
Interior:

1. Demo existing upper level bathroom:  Remove bathroom vanity, toilet, and bath accessories. Demo to include bathtub, tile surround and wainscot, flooring / underlayment, drywall around bath stall, and lower area of drywall where tile wainscot is removed.  Snake plumbing drain lines.
2. Remove and replace exterior wall insulation and vapor barrier at exterior wall of the shower area.  Notify Project Manager of any moisture and framing damage.  Install grab bar backer in the three shower walls for grab bar installation.  Include $500 labor and material allowance for any substrate damage repair.  Unused allowance will not be billed.

3. Install new drywall, tape, blend and finish to existing bath.  Infill patch where medicine cabinet is removed.
4. Demo and replace bath fan and switch.  Utilize spec book Panasonic fan unit.

5. Patch and paint bathroom walls and ceiling.
6. Install new underlayment and vinyl flooring.  Install new base trim, matching existing house trim.

7. Install new bath vanity, top, faucet and toilet.  Materials provided by the homeowner.  Contractor to provide connection fittings, hoses and drain assemblies.
8. Provide and install new Onyx Collection shower system as selected by the homeowner.  Provide a $6,000.00 material allowance for shower system components which include base, shower wall panels, recessed shower caddy, window jamb trim kit, decorative inlay tile band, boarder molding trim, and sliding barn door shower door system.  Contractor to schedule Onyx dealer visit with the Homeowner to make product selections for ordering. Unused allowance will not be billed.  Contractor to provide installation labor in the project base bid.
9. Provide and install new shower valve, plumbing and shower head.

10. Provide and install 3 stainless concealed screw shower grab bars.  Seal penetrations.  Coordinate backer location and bar lengths with the homeowner during the demolition work.

11. Provide and install bath accessories including surface mount medicine cabinet, towel bar, towel ring, and vent register cover.  Provide a $400 material allowance for bath accessories.  Homeowner to select products for installation.  Unused allowance will not be billed.  Contractor to provide installation labor in the project base bid.

12. Provide allowance costs to Project Manager for billing accuracy.
Specified Product Substitutions:  All proposed product substitutions must be approved by the Project Coordinator 5 days prior to bid.  Any approved substitutions, will be made available to all bidders.

Mobilization:

1. The Contractor shall be capable of mobilizing his equipment and crews within seven days of the receipt of Notice to Proceed.  

2. Contractor shall provide means and methods for all building phases of construction.

Permits:  Contractors are responsible to attain all necessary permits for all work, including Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe (MLBO) Permits and City of Columbia Heights.  
Bonding Requirements:  In accordance with 2016 MLB Project Specification Book.  Please note that bonding requirements on Mille Lacs Band Funded Residential projects has changed.  All projects over $50,000 require bonding regardless of company ownership.
MLBSA Section 17 Procurement Statue Ordinance 03-06 states the following:

Section 17. Bonding

A. For all Band funded residential construction projects, a performance bond is required for contracts in excess of $50,000.00.  The performance bond shall be at a minimum twenty (20%) percent of the contract price, but not in excess of $500,000.00.
