The Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe, Community Development office will be accepting sealed lump sum bids for commercial kitchen remodel work to be performed at the MLB Pine Grove K-8 School, located in Sandstone, MN.  Bids will be due Wednesday 6 December, 2017 at 3:00 PM.  Bids received will be opened and qualified by the Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe on Thursday 7 December 2017 at 8:30 AM.
A mandatory pre-bid site visit will be held on: Monday 20 November 2017 at 2:00 PM.  Reference Project Location Map on plans.  From MN Hwy 48: Pine Cty. Rd. 173 (Grace Lake Road) North to Badger Rd.  Left on Badger Rd to Ojibwe Rd.  Left on Ojibwe Rd. to the school building.
General Notes: 

1. It is the Contractors responsibility to identify any and all discrepancies in the scope of work, not meeting Industry Standards or that which is inconsistent with the International Building Code (IBC), and Project design documents as prepared by Architectural Resources Inc.
2. All electrical wiring, apparatus and equipment for electric light, heat and power, technology circuits or systems shall comply with the rules of the Department of Commerce or the Department of Labor and Industry, as applicable, and be installed in conformity with accepted standards of construction for safety to life and property.

3. Contractor must reconnect all utilities, service panel or service feed. Also includes gas, propane. Include such equipment or materials identified in the pre-bid conference. 

4. Contractor will secure all permits and fees.  

5. Contractor is responsible for a thorough investigation of the scope of work.

6. Contractor will repair any damage to the property or structure created by the scope of work.  
7. Contractor shall be responsible for all debris removal related to all work performed under this work scope.

8. Contractor to carry Builder’s Risk insurance on project for duration of construction.
9. NO WORK SHALL BE PERFORMED UNTIL ALL REQUIRED PERMITS HAVE BEEN ISSUED AND COPIES IN THE POSSESSION OF THE PROJECT COORDINATOR AND /OR MILLE LACS BAND BUILDING OFFICIAL. 

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT WILL, TO THE GREATEST EXTENT FEASIBLE, GIVE PREFERENCE IN THE AWARD OF CONTRACT TO INDIAN ORGANIZATIONS AND INDIAN-OWNED ECONOMIC ENTERPRISES.
Work Scope:

1. Refer to Architectural Resources Inc. Project 17-020 dated 10/27/17 Project Manual including specifications and design drawings.  General Contractor to perform all construction activities as defined in the plans and specifications as identified by Architectural Resources Inc. for the commercial kitchen remodel project.
2. Bids must be honored for 90 calendar days.
3. Anticipated project schedule is Jan 2018 to June 2018.
a. School will be in session during this time.
b. Contractor to schedule demolition work and other disruptive activities during non-school periods.
4. Contractor to include temporary barricades / dust containment throughout the duration of construction activities.
5. Contractor shall include 0.5% TERO tax fee in base bid.  Contractor shall utilize FEDERAL Davis Bacon wage rates for construction of this project.  Wage determination rates are provided in the project specifications.
6. Refer to the project Bid Form for the listing of Bid Alternates.
Specified Product Substitutions:  All proposed product substitutions shall be submitted in accordance with the project specifications.  Any approved substitutions, will be made available to all bidders via Pre-Bid Addendum.

Mobilization:

1. The Contractor shall be capable of mobilizing his equipment and crews within seven days of the receipt of Notice to Proceed.  
2. Contractor shall submit building schedule to Owner at the time of contract signature by the Contractor.
3. Contractor shall provide means and methods for all building phases of construction.
4. Contractor shall coordinate delivery with Owner for Owner provided Food Service Equipment requiring connection(s) by the contractor.
Bidding notes:

1. Submit proposal in lump sum (supply and install), not to exceed amount

2. All Contractors (including subcontractors) must comply with Commercial Davis Bacon wage requirements (Pine County).

3. All Contractors must provide the following along with their bid submittal:

a. Completed and signed MLB Community Development Construction Bid Form

b. A copy of Current MLB Vendor’s License (or a copy of the submitted application)

c. A copy of Current Insurance Certificate
d. A copy of Subcontractor/Material Supplier list
e. A copy of Authorized Signature Sheet (submitted with first bid submittal)

SECTION III – PERFORMANCE AND PAYMENT BONDS                        
Bidding Requirements and Contract Forms

1. MLBSA Section 17 Procurement Statue Ordinance 03-06 states the following:

Section 17. Bonding

A. In construction contracts that are federally funded or deemed commercial, bonding is required.  These types of contracts shall demand a performance bond not less than twenty (20%) percent of the total contract price, but not to exceed $500,000.00.  A performance bond requirement is to ensure that, if a contractor defaults, the Band may request that the surety pay the expense incurred to complete the construction contract.

B. In addition, all construction contracts identified as federally funded or commercial shall be covered by a payment bond equal to one payment installment or cover subcontractors/suppliers as determined by the Contracting Officer or his agents.  The payment bond must contain language stating that if the contractor fails to make a payment to its subcontractors/suppliers, the surety will make the necessary payment.
